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AN ORDINANCE DIVIDING THE CITY
OF MIDDLETOWN, CONN, INTO
DISTRICTS OR ZONES AND REGU-
LATING AND RESTRICTING THE
LOCATION, ERECTION, ALTERA-
TION AND REPAIR OF BUILDINGS
DESIGNED FOR SPECIFIC USES AND
PRESCRIBING PENALTIES FOR THE
VIOLATION OF SUCH ORDINANCE.

Pursuant to the authority of an act
entitled, “An Act Concerning Zoning’,
being CHAPTER 242 of the FPublic
Act of 1926, enacted by the Legisla-
ture of the State of Connecticut and
also to promote the public health, safe-
ty and weltare of the citizens of Mid-
aletown, Connecticut, Be it hereby or-
dained by the Common Council of the
City of Middletown:

GENERAL,

Except as hereinafter specitied, it shail
be unlawful to use any land, structure
or building, or to construct, erect,
structually alter, enlarge, or rebuild any
building or structure or part thereof un-
less in conformity with the provisions
of this Ordinance. No use or occupan-
cy of building, structure, land or pre-
mises, and no trade or industry, shall
hereafter be permitted within the City
of Middletown, which, when conducted
under proper and adequate conditions
and sateguards, will produce corrosive,
toxic or noisome fumes, gas, vapor,
smoke, cinders or odors, or obnoxious
aust or waste, or undue noise or Vi-
bration, so as to be detrimental to the
public health, safety or general wel-
tare. The provisions of this Ordinance
shall not require meodifying or changing
the height, location or size of any
building now existing, or any change
in the construction or arrangement ol
any such builuing, or any change in the
present use of any buiiding, structure
or premises.

SECTION 1. ESTABLISHMENT OF
ZONES.

(a) The City of Middletown, Connec-
ticut is hereby divided into five dis-
tricts or zones to be Known respective-
1y, as PARK ZONES, RESTRICTED
RESIDENCE ZONES, GENERAL RES-
IDENCE ZONES, COMMERCIAL
ZONES AND INDUSTRIAL ZONES.
(b) The limits or boundaries of such
district or zones are shown on the
building Zone maps which accompany
this Ordinance and are hereby further
designated as follows:

DESCRIPTION OF BOUNDARIES OF
ZONES:
Industrial Zones—First
trict.
(a) All that portion of the City of
Middletown included within the area
lying west of the Connecticut River, be-
tween Sumner's Creek and a point 250
feet south of the South side of Wash-
ington Street, with the exception of
the property now owned and occupied
by the Middletown Yacht Club and such
other property as may hereafter be
dedicated or appropriated by said city
for park and recreational uses,—and
bounded on the North by a line run-
ning in part parallel to Washington
Sureet ana in part at right angles
thereto extending from Fagan Ave. to
Lumber Street as shown on the map;
bounded on the West by a line 200
feet east of Main Street and parallel
thereto extending from the KEast end
of Fagan Ave. to the south side of the
Otis Playground, thence east to a point
126 feet west from Hanover Street,
thence parallel to Hanover Street as
far as Sumner’'s Creek; and bounded on
the South by Sumner’'s Creek.
(b) The block bounded by Washington
Street and Lumber Street.
(¢) The area bounded on the North by
Green Street, on the East by Water
Street, on the South by Washington
Street, and on the West by the New
York, New Haven and Hartford Rail-
road.
(d) The area south of Little River
bounded on the East by The Middle-
town and Hartford Highway, on the
South by Portland Street and the
North property line of §St. John's
Church; bounded on the West by North
Main Street and Johnson Street.
(e) The block bounded by North Main
Street, Pease Ave. and Stack Street,
(f) The area bounded on the North by
Stack Street, on the East by a line par-
allel to North Main Street and 100 feet
west of same on the south by a
line parallel to Stack Street and 200
feet South of same and on the East
by Pease Ave.
(g) The area bounded on the north by
North Main Street, on the South by
Grove Street; on the East by a line par-
allel to North Main Street and 110 feet
west of same and on the West by John-
son Street.
(h) The area bounded on the North by
the New Haven and Hartford Railroad
and on the East by Main Street, on the
South by King's Ave. and a line run-
ning from King's Ave. to Clinton Ave.
as shown on the map and on the West
by Clinton Ave.
(i) The area bounded on the North
by Cottage Ave. and a line running
from the Eastern corner of Burr Ave.
and 100 feet parallel thereto to Mill
Street as shown on the map, on the east
by Mill Street, on the south by Sum-
ner’s Creek and on the West by South
Main Street.
(i) The area bounded on the North by
a line parallel to Warwick Street and
100 feet south of same, on the [East by
South Main Street, on the South by Pa-
meacha Creek, and on the West by a
line 100 feet east of High Street and
parallel thereto.
(k) Beginning at the northeast cor-
ner of Commercial Zone ‘g’ and run-
ning north in a line parallel to Hamlin
Street to the Central School property,
thence Kast to Hamlin Street com-
mencing at a point on the east side of
Hamlin Street 66 feet south of College
Street running east parallel to College
Street 169 feet, thence South parallel to
Hamlin Street 142 feet, thence east par-
allel to William Street, 195 feet, thence
south parallel to Hamlin Street 86 feet,
thence east across Broad Street and
parallel to William Street, 2756 feet to
Commercial zone “a”, thence south along
Commercial zone ‘‘a’’, across William
Street 345 feet, thence West in a line
160 feet south of William Street and
parallel to same across Broad Street
5656 feet, thence south 60 feet to a point,
thence west 170 feet to a point, thence
200 feet south to Church Street, thence
along Church Street west to Hotchkiss
Street, thence along Hotchkiss Street
north to William Street to the point of
beginning as shown on said map.
(1) All that portion of the block bound-
ed by Church Street, Hubbard Street,
Goodyear Ave., and Hotechkiss Street,
which is included North of a line par-
allel to Goodyear Ave. and 250 feet of
same,
(m) The area bounded on the North
by Columbus Ave. and a line parallel
to same as far as Prospect Street as
shown on the map, on the East by a
line parallel to Prospect Street and 100
feet West of the same, on the South by
Liberty Street and a line parallel to the
same 100 feet North of same as shown
on the map, and on the West by Berlin
Street,
(n) The area bounded on the North
and West by a line parallel to West
River and 100 feet south of same, more
or less, as shown on the map, on the
East by the New York, New Hayven and
Hartford Railroad and on the South
by Washington and Factory Streets.
(0) The arears bounded on the North
and West by a line parallel to Washing-
ton Street and West Street 200 feet dis-
tant from said Streets and on the East
and South by the New York, New Hav-
en and Hartford Railroad.
(p) The area bounded on the North by
the New York, New Haven and Hart-
ford Railroad, on the East by Thomas
Street as shown on the map, on  the
South by a line parallel to Butternut
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Street and 200 feet North of same and
on the West by a line parallel to West
Street 200 feet east of said Street.

COMMERCIAL ZONES—First
District.
(a) All that portion of the City of
Middletown, lying on both sides of
Main Street, and bounded on the North
by King's Ave. and the New York, New
Haven and Hartford Railroad, on the
East by Gilshenan Place and running
thence west parallel to Green Street to
a point 200 feet east of Main Street,
thence south parallel to Main Street to
a point 100 feet south of Green Street;
thence Kast parallel to Green Street as
far as Cherry Street; thence along Cher-
ry Street to a point 100 feet south of
Ferry Street; thence West parallel to
Ferry Street to a point 200 feet east of
Main Street; thence south parallel to
Main Street along the west boundary of
industrial zone “a’” to a point 140 feet
south of Union Street as shown on the
map, bounded on the South by a line
running parallel to Union Street and
140 feet south of the same to Main
Street; thence on Church Street as far
as the property of the First Methodist
Church and a line running from this
point northwest and north as shown on
the map; thence by a line parallel to
Broad Street to a point 150 feet south
of Court Street; thence west across
Broad Street 130 feet; thence North
across Court Street 150 feet; thence
East across Broad Street 150 feet;
thence North to a point 150 feet south
of Washington Street; thence West
across Broad Street 150 feet; thence
North across Washington Street 230
feet; thence east parallel with Washing-
ton Street to a point 300 feet west of
Main Street; thence north parallel to
Main Street to Liberty St., thence west
on the northerly line of Liberty Street
to a point 100 feet west of Pearl Street;
thence north and east as shown on map
to a point 100 feet west of Pearl Street;
and 100 feet north of Liberty Street and
from this point to King's Avenue as
shown on the map.
(b) The area bounded on the South by
Air Line division of the New York, New
Haven and Hartford Railroad Company;
on the Kast by North Main Street; on
the North by a line parallel to Spring
St. and 100 feet north of the same. on
the west by a line at right angles to
Spring Street and 100 feet West of
Avenue.
(c) The area included between Portland
St. and a line 130 feet South of the
same and parallel thereto.
(d) The area included between War-
wick St., South Main St,, and a line
running parallel to Warwick St. and
100 feet south distant there from to a
point opposite the intersection of the
south side of Warwick st. and the west
side of Oak St. extended, thence at right
angles to Warwick St. to a point 50 feet
north of Warwick St., thence parallel to
Warwick St. to a point 50 feet east of
Oak St., and from thence at_right angles
to Warwick St. as far as Warwick St.
(¢) The area included between Hub-
bard St. and a line 100 feet west of
same and parallel thereto running be-
tween Goodyear Ave. and Loveland St.
(f) The northwest and southwest cor-
ners at the intersection of Church St.
and Hotchkiss St. extending a distance
of 100 feet in each direction as shown
on the mabp.
(g) The area included between William
St. and a line parallel to said street and
100 feet north of same running from In-
dustrial zone to a point 200 feet west
of said zone.
(h) An area at the intersection of
Grand and Prospect Streets extending
not more than 50 feet along the east side
of Prospect Street in either direction
from the intersection, nor more than 50
feet along Grand Street, nor more than
150 feet along the West side of Pros-
pect St. opposite said intersection.
(i) An area included between Prospect
St. and a line parallel to same and 50
feet east running between Erin St. and
Prospect Place.
(j) An area at the intersection of Lawn
Avenue and Pine Street extending not
more than 50 feet east on Lawn Ave.
nor more than 200 feet on Pine Street
opposite the intersection as shown on
the map.
(k) The northwest and southwest cor-
ners at the intersection of Berlin and
Jackson Streets extending not more
than 100 feet in either direction as shown
on the map.
(I) An area at the intersection of West
St. and Middlefield St. extending not
more than 150 feet along Middlefield St.,
nor more than 250 feet along West St.
as shown on the map.
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GENERAL RESIDENCE ZONES—First
Taxing District.
(a) All that portion of the City of Mid-
dletown—with the exception of Industri-
al Zones (j) (k) (1) (m) and Commer-
cial Zones (d) (e) (f) (g) (h) (i) al-
ready described—which is included with-
in the following streets or boundaries:
Commencing at the intersection of North
Main St. and West River, thence East
and South along the West and
South boundaries of Industrial Zones
(c) (£) and (g) to a point in
street 100 feet west of North Main
Stréet, thence along Stack St. and North
Main St. to the North line of Commer-
cial Zone (b), thence along the north
and west lines of this zone, the west
and south boundaries of Commercial
Zone (a) and the west boundary of In-
dustrial Zone (a) to Sumner’s Creek
and Pameacha Creek to a point 100 feet
south of High St., thence parallel to
High Street as far as Pameacha Ave.,
thence West to High Street: along
High St. to Warwick St.,, thence East
to a point 100 feet east of High 8St.,
thence North parallel to High St. as far
as Loveland St., along Loveland St. east
to a point 150 feet east of High St
thence parallel to High St.,, to a
point 150 feet east of same and 215
feet south of Court St., thence east to
a point 250 feet south of Court Sltreet
and 125 feet west of Pearl St.,, thence
parallel to Lincoln Street west as far
as High St., along High St. north to a
point 150 feet mnorth of Lincoln St.,
thence west parallel to Lincoln St. to
a point 150 feet west of Park Place,
thence south parallel to Park Place to
a point 150 feet north of Washington St.,
thence west parallel to Washington St.
as far as Baldwin Ave., along Baldwin
Ave. south to Washington St. thence
along Washington Street west to the
New Haven and Hartford Railroad
thence east along said railroad to a
point 500 feet west of Baldwin Ave,
thence west to West River and along
West River to starting point.
(b) The area included between Indian
Hill Cemetery and Vine St.
(c) The triangular block bounded by
":'ine Street, Knowles Ave. and Cross
St.
(d) The area included between the
boundaries of Long Lane Farm, Cross
St., and Pine St., excepting Commercial
Zone (j) already described.
(e) The area lying south of Indian
Hill Cemetery between Hill St., Cross
St. and Vine St.
(f) The area South of Cross St. and
Butternut St. between West St. and
Babcock St. as shown on the map.
(2) The area lying West and North
of Butternut and Hill St,, bounded on
the North by Washington St. and Fac-
tory St., and on the West by West Ri-
ver and excepting Industrial Zones (0!
and (p) and Commercial Zone (1) already
described.
(h) The areas on either side of Grove
St. as shown on the map between Wa-
ter St. and the Kagt boundary of Com-
mercial Zone (a).
Restricted Residence Zones — First
Taxing Distriet.
(a) All that portion of the City of Mid-
dletown included between the bounda-
ries of General Residence Zone (a) on
the north and east, Pike's Ravine on
the South and the boundaries of Gener-
al Residence Zones (b) (c) and (r) on
the West, excepting such areas as are
now or may in the future be appropria-
ted by the city for park or recreational
purposes.

(b) The entire area included between
Pike's Ravine on the North, Pameacha
Pond on the East and the present limits
of the First Taxing District on the South
and West,

(¢) The area included between Cross
Street on the North, Babcock St, on the
East, the present limits of the First Tax-
ing District on the South and the boun-
daries of General Residence Zone (f)
already described on the West.

(d) The area included between Butter-
nut St. on the north, the west boundary
of the General Residence Zone (f) and
the present limits of the First Taxing
District.

PARK ZONES—First Taxing District.
(a) All such portions of the city of
Middletown as are at present or may in
the future be dedicated or appropriated
by such city for park or recreational pur-
poses are hereby declared to be Park
Zones.

(b) All lands abutting on any lakes,
streams or other courses within the City
of Middletown, the owners of which shall
have given an easement to the city for
the use of same as parks or recreational
irears are likewise designated as Park
Zones.

INDUSTRIAL ZONES—Second Taxing
District.
(a) All that portion of the City of Mid-
dletown, included between Sumner’s
Creek and the Connecticut River on the
north and a line commencing at a
point on the river bank opposite the
foot of Walnut Street and 50 feet inshore
from mean high water mark and running
parallel to the river as far as Asylum
Street, thence south on Asylum Street
to the junction of sald street and Asy-
lum Place, thence west a distance of
100 feet, thence south parallel to Asylum
Street to a point 100 feet North of Alli-
son Street to a point 260 feet North of
Silver Street, thence West and parallel
to Silver St. to a point 250 feet east
of Walnut Street, thence parallel to
Walnut Street to a point 100 feet south
of Omo Street, thence parallel to Omo
Street and Burbridge Ave. to Maple
St., along Maple St., to a point 100 feet
west of Maple Ave., thence parallel to
Maple Ave. to a point opposite the end
of said avenue; south from this point at
right angles to Chestnut St. to the north
side of Chestnut $St. thence west on
Chestnut St. to Clay Ave., thence North
on Clay Ave. to Flower St., thence east
along Flower Street to Main Street,
South Farms, and from this point
North on Main St., to Sumner’'s Creek,
(b) The area bounded on the north
and east by a line parallel to Silver
Street and Main Street, South Farms,
respectively; and distant 100 feet from
said street; bounded on the south by
East Main Street and on the West by
Douglas Ave.
(¢) The area bounded by Sumner’s
Creek on the West, by East Main St.
and the Saybrook Road on the north, by
Tryon Street on the East and on the
South by a line parallel to Hillside
Ave, and 250 feet south of same running
from the intersection of Tryon Street and
the Saybrook Road to Sumner's Creek,
except for an area of land 100 feet wide
and extending along the west side of
Saybrook Road as shown on the map.
(d) The area included between Pamea-
cha Creek on the north, South Main
Street on the Kast, Pameache Ave. on
the South, and a line parallel to High
Street and 100 feet east of same on
the west.
(c) An area lying 100 feet north of
the intersection of Durham Ave, and
Highland Ave. and extending 250 feet
along both sides of said streets and in-
cluding the land between these two
streets within the limits named as
shown on the map.

COMMERCIAL ZONES—Second Taxing
District.
(a) All that portion of the City of
Middletown included on both sides of
Main Street, South Farms and the Say-
brook Road between Chestnut Street
and Evergreen Ave. and a line parallel
to said streets and 100 feet distant from
same as shown on the map.
(b) An area on the east side of South
Main Street and Farm Hill Road in-
cluded between a line parallel .to said
street and 100 feet east of same and ex-
tending from Hunting Hill Ave. on the
north to Durant St. on the south as
shown on the map.
(c) An area included between the South
side of Pameacha Ave. the west side of
South Main Street and Pameacha Pond,
except for such land as may be dedi-
cated or appropriated by the city of Mid-
dletown for Park or recreational use.
(d) The northwest corner of the inter-
section of Silver Street and Asylum
Street extending north as far as Alli-
son Street and West a distance of 100
feet no part of this area being more than
100 feet distant from Asylum Street or
Silver Street.
(e) An area on both sides of Russell
Street extending back 100 feet on either
side of same between Fcowler Ave. on
the east and a point 100 feet west of the
intersection of Russell Street and Front
Street.
(f) An area at the intersection of High-
land Ave. and South Main St., extend-
ing not more than 100 feet along either
street from said intersection nor more
than 50 feet east or west of same.
(g) An area at the intersection of Ridge
Road and Prout Hill Road extending not
more than 100 feet along Prout Hill
Road opposite Ridge Road nor more
than 50 feet from the South side of
Prout Hill Road.
(h) An area at the intersection of
Miner Street and East Street extending
not more than 200 feet north and not
more than 200 feet South of the center
line of said Miner Street along said IBast
Street and not more than 100 feet east
and west of said East Street.

GENERAL RESIDENCE ZONES —Sec-
ond Taxing District.
(a) All that portion of the city of Mid-
dletown included between the south
boundary of Industrial Zone (a) Second
Taxing District as already described,
Asylum Street and the west Commer-
cial Zone (d) Silver Street and a line
100 feet north of same and parallel
thereto on the south, and Main Street,
South Farms on the West,
(b) The area included between Sum-
ner's Creek on the north and west by
Main Street, South Farms thé bounda-
ries of Industrial Zones (A) and (b) and
of Commercial Zone (A) on the east,
and by Sumner's Creek on the South,
except for such land as may be dedicat-
ed or appropriated by the city of Mid-
dletown for park or recreational use.
(¢) The area included between Main
Street, South Farms, Silver St., and
Wall Street except for Commercial zone
(A) already described,
(d) An area on both sides of the Say-
brook Road commencing at the south
boundary of Commercial Zone (A) and
extending as far as Tryon Street, no
portion of this Zone being distant more
than 100 feet from the Saybrook Road.
(e) An area 100 feet east and west of
Main Street, South Farms, extending
from the South boundary of Industrial
Zone (c) as far as the intersection of
Main Street and Johnson Lane.
(f) An area on both sides of Russell
Street extending from the west boun-
dary of Commercial Zone (c¢) to within
100 feet of the east side of Ridge Road,
no portion of this area being more
than 100 feet distant from Russell Street.
(g) An area 100 feet deep on both sides
of Farm Hill Rd. from Lake Street to
a point opposite the south boundary of
the municipal athletic field and excep-
ing the area of such field.
(h) An area on both sldes of Farm Hill
Rd. 100 feet deep extending on both
sides of said road from Durham Ave.
to Hunting Hill Ave. except for the
area of the municipal athletic field.
(i) An area on the east side of Dur-
ham Ave. extending from the intersec-
tion of said avenue and Norfolk Street
to the north boundary of Industrial Zone
(E) already described, no portion of this
area being distant more than 100 feet
from the east side of Durham Avenue.
(j) The entire area included between
‘Ward Street, Durham Ave. and High-
land Ave., except for Industrial Zone

(E) and Commercial Zone (F) already
described.

RESTRICTED RESIDENCE ZONES —
Second Taxing District.
(a) All lands lying within the second
taxing district of the city of Middle-
town not included in the various Indus-
trial, Commercial or General Residence
Zones already described or in lands now
or in future to be appropriated by the
city of Middletown for Park or Recrea-
tional purposes is hereby declared to be
a Restricted Residence Zone.
Park Zones—Second Taxing District.
(a) All lands Ilying within the second
taxing district which are at present or
may in future be dedicated or appropri-
ated by said city for park or recreation-
al purposes are hereby designated as
Park Zone.
(b) All land abutting on any lake.
streams or other water courses within
the city of Middletown, the owners of
which shall have given an easement to
the city for the use of same as park
or recreational areas are likewise de-
clared to be park zones.

(c) VARIATION IN BOUNDARIES:
In case the description of any of the
above zones or the boundaries thereof
shall be deemed to be at variance with
the boundaries of zones as shown on
the maps accompanying this ordinance,
the Common Council of the City of Mid-
dletown shall decide which of the two
varying designations shall be taken as
correct.

(d) No building or structure shall here-
after be erected or used nor shall any
premises be devoted to any purpose ex-
cept in conformity with the regulations
brescribed by this ordinance for the
district or zone in which such building,
structure or premises are located.

SECTION 2 PARK ZONES—USES OF
PROPERTY.

(a) All lands within the city of Mid-
dletown which are now or may in fu-
ture be used, dedicated, or appropriated
by said city for purposes of a public
park, square memorial, boulevard, play-
ground, camp or other recreational area
are hereby declared to be park zones.
(b) In all park zones no building or
structure shall be erected or used ex-
cept for purposes of a public memorial,
museum or library, or for recreational
use, or for purposes customarily acces-
sory to these uses. The question wheth-
er or not a proposed building or struc-
ture is or is not suitable to be erected
in a Park Zone shall be decided in each
instance by the Common Council of
the City of Middletown.

SECTION 3 PARK ZONES—HEIGHT
AND AREA PROVISIONS.
(a) No building or structure erected
in any Park Zone shall exceed in height
its distance from the building line of
the street on which it faces except that
towers or other projections occupying
less than 25 per cent. of the area of
the building may be erected to any
reasonable height.
(b) No building or structure erected
in a Park Zone shall either singly or ta-
ken together, occupy more than 2 per
cent, of the park, square or other Park
Zone on which it is located.

SECTION 4, THE RULES OF THE
PARK Commission of Middletown are
hereby declared to be a part of this
Ordinance.

SECTION 5. RESTRICTED RESI-
%%NCE ZONES—USES OF PROPER-

(a) In all restricted Residence Zones
shown on the building zone map ac-
companying this Ordinance and as des-
cribed in Section (B) foregoing it shail
be lawful to erect any building or struc-
ture permitted in Park zone or which
is designed or intended to be used for
any of the following specific purposes;
Detached dwellings, containing not more
than two families, schools, churches, and
philanthropic  institutions not correc-
tional in character; telephone exchange
without a service yard or outside sto-
rage of supplies; transformer substation
without a service yard or outside sto-
rage of supplies; the building of which
is to conform to the general style of
architecture in the neighborhood and is
to be subject to the approval of the
Board of Zoning appeals, greenhouses
and other necessary structures, inciden-
tal to the operator of a truck of a
truck garden, nursery or farm, steam,
electric or bus line waiting rooms: av-
iation or landing field.

(b) In the case of dwellings occupied
by professional physicians and sur-
geons these may include the office of
such physician or surgeon.

(¢) Uses customarily incident or acces-
sory to the foregoing uses are permitted
in Restricted Residential Zones, provided
that such accessories use is located on
the same lot with the building to which
it is accessory, A garage accommoda-
ting not more than three passenger
motor vehicles shall be considered an
accessory use; commercial trucks shall
not be permitted in garages located in
Restricted Residential Zones, except as
accessory to uses permitted in Restricted
residential Zones.

(d) Billboards, signboards, and advertis-
ing gjgn_s except “For Sale” or “For
Rent” signs, not exceeding five square
feet in size, shall not be permitted in
Restricted Residence Zones,

SECTION 6. RESTRICTED RESI-
&EE}I\ISCE ZONES—HEIGHT OF BUILD-
In all restricted residence zones no
building shall hereafter be erected to a
height greater than two thirds the width
of the street on which it faces, or 40
feet, whichever is the lesser figure, ex-
cept that projections of buildings oc-
cupying less than 256% of the area of the
last constructed story may be erected
to any reasonable height.
(b) In the case of buildings erected on
land not as yet subdivided in lots the pro-
visions of Section 3 relative to the
heiglht of buildings in Park Zones shall
apply.

SECTION 7. RESTRICTED RESI-
DENCE ZONES — PROPORTIONAL
LOT AREAS AND REQUIRED OPEN
SPACES.

(a) In_ all Restricted Residence Zones
no building, including its accessory build-
ings, shall occupy more than one-half of
the area of the lot on which it stands.
(b) A front yard at least 20 feet in
depth shall be required in the case of all
buildings hereafter erected in Restricted
Residence Zones except that where a
majority of the existing buildings in any
block within such a zone are set back a
greater distance than 20 feet from the
inner side walk line, new buildings shall
conform in this respect to the set back
line of the majority of such existing
buildings.

(c) In the case of all buildings here-

after erected in Restricted Residence

Zones there shall be required two side

yards not less than four feet in width

and a rear yard at least 25 feet in
depth,

SECTION 8. GENERAL RESIDENCE
ZONES—USES OF PROPERTY.

(a) In all General Residence Zones as
shown on the maps accompanying this
ordinance and as described in Section
(1B) foregoing it shall be lawful to erect
any building or structure permitted in
Park and Restricted Residence Zones, or
which is designed or intended to be used
for the following specific purposes:
Group and multiple dwellings; lodging
and boarding houses, apartments and
tenements; social fraternal and club
buildings; hotels, except when their
facilities are intended primarily for the
accommodation of transients.

(b) A dwelling, apartment or tenement
occupied by a professional architect,
artists, engineer, lawyer, musician.
dressmaker, dentist or teacher, may in-
clude the office or studio of the occupant
of such dwelling, apartment or tenement.
(e¢) Uses customarily incident or acces-
sory to the above uses are permitted in
General Residence Zones, provided that
they are located on the same lot with the
building to which they are accessory.

A garage accommodating not more than
five passenger cars or motor vehicles

shall be considered an accessory use;
garages for commercial trucks or more
than five motor vehicles shall not be
permitted in General Residence Zones
unless by special permit after a public
hearing as provided for in Section 20 of
this Ordinance.

(d) Billboards, signboards and advertis-
ing signs, except ‘‘for Sale” or ‘‘for
Rent” signs, and the personal signs of
a professional architect, artist, engin-
eer, lawyer, musician, physician, real
estate agent and insurance agent, dress-
maker, dentist or teacher shall not be
permitted in General Residence Dis-
tricts, or Zones.

SECTION 9. GENERAL RESIDENCE
ZONES—HEIGHT OF BUILDING.
(a) In all General Residence Zones no
building shall hereafter be erected to
a height greater than the width of the
street on which it faces, or 60 feet,
whlcheve_r is the lesser figure, except
that projections of buildings occupying
less than 25 per cent of the area of the
last constructed story may be erected to

any reasonable height.

SECTION 10. GENERAL RESIDENCE

ZONES — PROPORTIONAL LOT
AREAS AND REQUIRED OPEN
SPACES,

(a) In all General Residence Zones no
building, including its accessory build-
ings, shall occupy more than 75 per
cent of the lot on which it stands, unless
it be a corner lot, in which case it may
occupy 9 per cent of the lot.

(b) A front yard at least 10 feet deep
shall be required in the case of all build-
ings herearter erected in General Resi-
dence Zones except that where a ma-
Jority of the existing buildings in any
block within such a zone are set back a
greater distance than 10 feet from the
inner sidewalk line, all new buildings
shall conform in this respect to the set-
back line of the majority of such exist-
ing buildings.

(c) In the case of all buildings erected
in General Residence Zones there shall
be required two side yards not less than
4 ft. wide and a rear yard not less than
11 feet in depth,

(d) The provisions of the State Tene-
ment House Law (Chapters 133 and 134
Laws of 1918) are hereby declared to be
a part of this ordinance and to govern
the size and dimensions of all courts
and other open spaces to be provided in
all buildings erected in Generel Resi-
dence Zones,

SECTION 11, COMMERCIAL ZONES
—USES OF PROPERTY.
(a) In all Commercial Zones as shown on
lue maps accompanying this ordinance
and as described in Section (1B) fore-
going, it shall be lawful to erect any
building which is designed or intend-
ed to be used for a purpose permitted
in Park Zones, Restricted and General
Kesidence Zones or for commercial pur-
poses,
(b) All kinds of manufacturing or in-
austry, other than as incidental to the
conduct of a retail business, are exclud-
ed trom Commercial Zones,
(c) The following wuses shall, for pur-
poses of this ordinance, be considered
as industrial uses and therefore excluded
irom Commercial Zones:
Bottling works; cleaning establish-
ments of all decription; coal, coke,
lumber, wood or stone yards; ice
plants and storage buildings; laun-
dries; milk distributing or pasteur-
izing plants; monument works; sto-
rage yards of all description, includ-
ing building material, contractors’
supplies and equipment, scrap pa-
per, iron or junk, ete.

SECTION 12, COMMERCIAL ZONES—
HEIGHT OF BUILDINGS

(a) In all Commercial Zones no build-
ing shall be erected to a height exceed-
ing 100 feet or one and one half times
the width of the street on which it fac-
es, whichever is the lesser figure, ex-
cept that a projection occupying not
less than 26 per cent. of the area
of the last constructed story may extend
to any reasonable height.

(b) In all Commercial Zones no build-
within or adjacent to zones which are
primarily residential in character no
building shall exceed in height the al-
lowable height prescribed for the zone to
which it is adjacent or within which it
is located.

SECTION 13. COMMERCIAL ZONES
—PROPORTIONAL LOT AREA AND
REQUIRED OPEN SPACES.

(a) In all Commercial Zones no build-

ing shall on its ground floor occupy more

than 90 per cent. of the lot on which it
stands unless it be a corner lot in which
casg the entire lot area may be occu-

Died.

(b) The proportion of lot area above

the ground floor which may be built

upon shall be provided in accordance
with the requirements of the State Ten-
ement House Law as prescribed for

Tenement buildings.

SECTION 14. INDUSTRIAL ZONES
—USES OF PROPERTY.
(a) In all Industrial Zones it shall be
lawful to erect any building designed wu.
intended to be used for a purpose per-
mitted in Park Zones Restricted and Gen-
eral Residence Zones and Commercial
Zones, or for Industrial purposes.
(b) No uses which have been declared
a nuisance in any court of record or
which are noxious or offensive by rea-
son of odor, dust, smoke, gas or noise
shall be permitted in any portion of the
industrial zone except by special permit
after a public hearing by the board of
Zoning Appeals. 2
(e) The manufacture of fertilizer. soap,
tallow, grease and lard, glue, sizing or
gelatine, and the distillation, incinera-
tion, reduction, storage or dumping of
animal or vegetable waste, except by the
municipality under conditions prescrib-
ed by the local health authority is pro-
hibited in Industrial zones, unless spe-
cially permitted by the Board of Zoning
appeals after public hearing.

SECTION 15. INDUSTRIAL ZONES

—HEIGHT OF BUILDINGS.
(a) In all industrial zones no buildings
shall hereafter be erected to a height
exceeding the width of the street on
which it faces, or 100 feet, whichever is
the lesser figure, except that projec-
tions occupying less than 25 per cent. of
the floor area of the last constructed
story may extend to any reasonable
height.

SECTION 16. INDUSTRIAL ZONES
—PROPORTION OF LOT AREA AND
REQUIRED OPEN SPACES.

(a) ZIn all industrial zones no building
shali on its ground floor occupy more
than 90 per cent of the lot on which
it stands unless it be a corner lot in
which case the entire lot area may be
occupied.
(b) The proportion of lot area above
the ground floor may be built upon shall
be provided in accordance with the re-
quirements of the State temement house
lJaw as prescribed for tenement build-
ings.

SECTION 17. NON-CONFORMING
BUILDINGS AND USES.
(a) In recognition of the fact that to
the time of passage of this ordinance
there exist many buildings and premis-
es the use, height, and proportions of
which do not conform to the regulations
of the several classes of zones as not-
ed in this ordinance, it is hereby provid-
ed as follows:
1. Any non-conforming building or pre-
mises existing at the time of passage of
this ordinance shall be exempted from
the provisions of this ordinance unless
and until the cost of the structural ad-
ditions or extensions made in the same
shall exceed 50 per cent. of its present
assessed valuation. :
2. If such non-conforming building or
premises is enlarged or extended to an
extent exceeding 50 per cent. of its
present assessed valuation then its use
must be changed from a non-conforming
to a conforming use.
3. In no case shall a building or prem-
ises devoted to a non-conforming use be
enlarged or extended at the expense of
a use conforming to the provisions of
this ordinance.

4. In any district or zone no building
or premises devoted to a use conforme-
ing to the regulations of a less restrict-
ed district or zone shall be devoted to
a purpose which is excluded from said
less restricted zone or district.

SECTION 18. BUILDINGS IN REAR.
It shall be unlawful to erect a dwelling
house, apartment or tenement house in
the rear of a building, which is situat-
ed on the same lot; nor shall any build-
ing be constructed in front of or moved
to the front of a dwelling house, apart-
ment or tenement situated on the same
lot unless said buildings conform to Sec-
tion 7, paragraph ‘“‘a” *“b” *“c¢” or Sec-
11]31,1, 10, Paragraphs “A” *“B” “C” and

SECTION 19. UNBUILT AREAS.

IN THE CASE OF AREAS INCLUDED
IN THE CITY OF MIDDLETOWN but
which have not as yet been laid out or
otherwise prepared for occupation or
building purposes, all plots, plans or
schemes for the laying out, subdividing
or development of same shall be filed
with the official charged with the en-
forcement of this Ordinance and he
shall make such proposed layouts on de- °
velopments as will in his judgment best
enable this area or subdivision in ques-

tion to conform to the provisions of this
ordinance,

SECTION 20. PUBLIC HEARINGS,
AMENDMENTS, VARIATIONS, AND
APPEALS, VIOLATIONS AND PEN-
ALTIES,

(a) AMENDMENTS: The regulations

or boundaries established by this Ordi-

nance may from time to time be amend-
ed or changed or repealed by the Com-
mon Council of the City of Miadletown,
either on its own motion or on peti-
tion. Whenever the owners of 50 pe:
cent or more of the street frontage in
any zone or in any portion thereof shall
present a petition duly signed to the

Common Council requesting the amend-

ment, change, or repeal of the regula~

tions or boundaries prescribed by this

Ordinance it shall be the duty of the

Common Council to vote upon said peti-

tion within sixty (60) days after the fil-

ing of the same with the Town Clerk. A

vote of two-thirds of the members o:

PROTESTS:

(b) If a protest be filed in opposition
to such petition or proposed amendment
change or repeal of any of the provisions
of this Ordinance by 20 per cent or more
of the owners of the street frontage in
any zone or portion thereof affected by
the proposed change then a public hear-
ing shall be held at which all parties
at interest shall be heard. After such
bublic hearing it shall require the vote
of three fourths of the Common Coun-

cil to effect the proposed amendment,
modification or repeal.

(c) BOARD OF APPEALS: The May-
or shall appoint a Board of Zoning Ap-
peals, consisting of five members, whose
duties, term of office and powers shall
be as provided by the General Statutes.

(d) VIOLATIONS: If any building,
structure or premises be erected, extend-
ed, altered or used in violation of the
provisions of this Ordinance, the Building
Inspector of the City of Middletown may
institute an action or proceeding to
above, restrain or correct such violation
as provided in Section 17 of "An Act
Concerning Zoning”’ already referred to.
Or he may in writing order the owner
or agent of such building, structure or
premises to remedy the condition which
exists as a violation of this ordinance
as provided in Section 17 of said Act.

(e) PENALTIES: If the owner or ag-
ent of any building structure or prem-
ises where a violation of this ordinance
exists shall after being served with an
order to discontinue such violation fail-
ed to comply with such order within 10
days after service of same he shall be
subject to such fines and penalties as
are provided by Section 17 and 18 of AN
‘;‘CT dC(t)NCERNING ZONING already re-
erred to.

SECTION 21, EFFECT OF PRIVATE
RESTRICTIONS ON THE USE OF
PROPERTY.

Nothing in this ordinance shall be con-
structed so as to interfere with the ap-
plication of private restrictions upon
the use of property within any zone or
district established by this ordinance un-
less the restrictions so‘imposed shall re-
quire a smaller width or size of yards,
courts or other open spaces or a higher
height of buildings or a smaller percen-
tage of lot area to be left unoccupied
than is required by this ordinance, in
which case the provisions of this Ordi-
nance shall govern.

SECTION 22. DEFINITIONS.
Certain words used in this ordinance ara
for the purpose thereof defined as fol-
lows:

(a) Words used in the present tense
include the future, the singular number
includes the plural and the plural the
singular; the word “lot” includes the
word “plot”; the word “building” in-
cludes the word ‘“‘Structure”.

(b) A building shall be regarded for
the purpose of this ordinance as each of
the independent units into which it is
divided by party walls.

(c) A “non-conforming” building or
use, is one that does not conform to the
use regulations of the zone in which it
is situated.

(d) A “lot” is a parcel of land occu-
pied by one building and the accessory
buildings or uses customarily incident to
it, including such open spaces as are re-
quired by this ordinance, and such op-
en spaces as are arranged and designed
to be used in connection with such
building.

(e) A “‘corner lot” is a parcel of land
not over 50 feet in width at the june-
tion of and facing on two intersecting
streets.

(f) An “interior Lot” is a lot other
than a corner lot.

(g) The “street line’’ is the dividing
line between the street and the lot.
(h) A “front yard” is an open unoccu-
pied space on the same lot with a build-
ing situated between the front or street
wall of the building and the street line
of the street lot.

(i) A *“side yard” is an open, unoccu-
pied space on the same lot with a build-
ing, situated between the building and
the side line of the lot and extending
through from the street to the rear
yard or, where no rear yard is requireu.
to the rear line of the lot.

(j) A “rear Yard” is an open unoccu-
pied space on the same lot with a build-
ing and the rear line of the lot.

(k) The “height of a building” is the
vertical distance measured in the case
of flat roofs from the curb level to the
highest point of the roof beams adjacent
to the street wall and in the case of
pitched roofs from the curb level to the
average height of the gable. In either
case the measurement shall be made at
the center of the street facade. Where
the walls of a building do not adjoin the
street, the average ‘level of the ground
along the front wall may be taken in
measuring the height instead of the
curb level.

() The “curb level” is the permanent-
ly established grade of the street in
front of the lot. Where a lot faces upon
two or more streets of different levels
the curb level of the higher street may
be taken as the base for measuring the
height of a building.

SECTION 23.
This ordinance shall go into effect in
the manner prescribed in Chapter 242
Public Acts of 1925.
